The Last Lecture – Final Senior Project

“For four days, I sat at my computer in our new home in Virginia, scanning slides and photos as I built a PowerPoint presentation.  I have always been a visual thinker, so I knew the talk would have no text—no word script.  But I amassed 300 images of my family, students and colleagues, along with dozens of other offbeat illustrations that could make a point about childhood dreams.  I put a few words on certain slides—bits of advice, sayings.  Once I was on stage, those were supposed to remind me of what to say” (Pausch, 11).
To wrap up your senior year, you will create your own “Last Lecture” a slideshow on PowerPoint.  You may read your “Last Lecture,” or you can record your voice as a voice over on your digital project.

Be careful in selecting the pictures and themes for your “Last Lecture.”  The purpose is to leave your legacy; advice to future generations of students, the final impression you want to leave of yourself to your teachers and classmates.  What do you believe in?  What should people know about who you are?  Where you’re going in life? What can others take from your experiences, life lessons or philosophy of life?  These are serious questions, not to be taken lightly.  You are encouraged to use quotes from the book or from other people to help you gain insights and communicate your theme in your project.
This project can also function as your “Presenting for the Wall” Presentation. Just be sure to include your best work alongside your memories and meet the criteria of that presentation as well.
